e References at the end of the research: Surname, author's first name, book title,
editor if present (country of publication: publishing house, edition date, year of
edition, volume, and page), in this format: When there is an author, it is written:
(Al-Shawkani, Muhammad bin Ali, Fath Al-Qadeer Al-Jami between the arts of

(Organization of Islamic Cooperation, Landmarks of Return to the Civilizational
Approach in Islam (Mecca: International Islamic Figh Academy, Decision No: 163,
2007 ),In journal articles and conference papers, it is written: (name, title of the
study or article (in parentheses), editor followed by “et al.” (place: publisher,
date, and numbers of volumes and pages)), and in citing from social media, it is
arranged in the same format and includes a link to the lecture and the date of
access from the internet in this format: (Al-Khalidi, Salah, Bayan Platform for
Training and Scientific  Research, Series No: 8, 1442, 2021).

e Conference proceedings: Full name of the author, title of the study or article (in
guotation marks), title of the book, editor’s name followed by “and others” if
applicable, publishing house, location, year of publication, and page number.

e Journals: Full name of the article’s author, title of the article (in quotation
marks), the name of the journal (bold for Arabic, italic for European languages),
volume number (year in parentheses), issue number, and page number.

e When citing pages: If the source is Arabic, use “_e” for a single or multiple
pages. For foreign sources, use “P” for one page or “PP” for multiple pages.

When citing a Quranic verse, the verse number and the name of the Surah must be mentioned

at the top of the page.

When citing a hadith from hadith books, it depends on the authentic ones, like Sahih Al-Bukhari

and Muslim, and for others, the degree of the hadith in terms of authenticity and weakness

must be indicated, along with the documentation by hadith number at the top of the page.

When citing poetry, the name of the poet and the source from which it was cited must be

mentioned.

When citing a manuscript, mention the author’s full name, the full title of the
manuscript, the place where it is preserved, the date of the copy, the number of pages,
and the page number, indicating whether the citation is from the front or back using (-
for the front and -for the back).

Submitted research, upon initial approval, will be reviewed by experts in the field,
selected confidentially, to assess its originality, novelty, and presentation, determining its
suitability for publication.

The fourth study offers a precise applied model concerning the
consideration of the objectives of Shari‘ah in judicial rulings and their applications in financial
transactions. Through an analytical examination of judicial cases, it highlights the capacity of
Islamic jurisprudence to realize justice and transparency and to safeguard interests in financial
matters, while affirming the authenticity and distinctiveness of the Islamic judicial framework.
The English-language section includes studies that reflect the journal's openness to
contemporary intellectual and human concerns.
